2009 “Traumas of Law Enforcement” Completed 
 

The Traumas of Law Enforcement for 2009 have all been held and we saw an increase from last year’s number of 
attendees.  There were 795 total attendees this year. The “Traumas” trainings were made possible through 
contributions from GLOCK, Streamlight, Harley-Davidson, The 100 Club of Houston, TX, and the Indiana and 
Maryland Chapters of C.O.P.S.  The $90,000 these organizations contributed made it possible for 8 training sessions, 
many of which were held at law enforcement training facilities to keep costs at a minimum. 
 
At every training, C.O.P.S. found organizations willing to step to the plate to ensure the participants had coffee.  Some 
provided continental breakfast foods, afternoon refreshments, and the Maryland training even provided lunch for the 
three days!  C.O.P.S. recognizes the Greater Houston Chapter of C.O.P.S., Harris County (TX) Deputies Organization, 
Cobb County (GA) Department of Public Safety, Georgia State Fraternal Order of Police, Georgia Chapter of 
C.O.P.S., Howard County (MD) Police Department, Original Steakhouse and Sports Theater Group, Aetna 
Incorporated, Former Agents of the FBI Foundation, Hartford (CT) Police Union, Hartford (CT) Fraternal Order of 
Police, Indiana Chapter of C.O.P.S., Westminster (CO) Police Department, Colorado State Fraternal Order of Police, 
Ken Bohling, Idaho Chiefs of Police Association, Idaho State Police Association, Rochester (MN) Police Benevolent 
Association, Minnesota Chapter of C.O.P.S. and the Minnesota Police and Peace Officers Association for providing 
funding for daily refreshments at these training.

The Independent Charities Seal of Excellence is awarded to the members of 
Independent Charities of America and Local Independent Charities of America that have, upon rigorous 
independent review, been able to certify, document, and demonstrate on an annual basis that they meet the 
highest standards of public accountability, program effectiveness, and cost effectiveness. These standards 
include those required by the US Government for inclusion in the Combined Federal Campaign, probably 
the most exclusive fund drive in the world. Of the 1,000,000 charities operating in the United States today, it 
is estimated that fewer than 50,000, or 5 percent, meet or exceed these standards, and, of those, fewer than 
2,000 have been awarded this Seal.
